ARTICLE I
NAME AND PURPOSE

Section 1.  NAME:  The name of the organization is Scranton Pool League

Section 2.  OBJECTIVE AND PURPOSE:  Scranton Pool League is dedicated to the preservation and enhancement of the sport of pool for the surrounding community


ARTICLE II
OFFICES

Section 1.  The registered office for the Scranton Pool League shall be the home residence of the current sitting president


ARTICLE III
BOARD OF REPRESENTATIVES

Section 1.  POWERS:  The Scranton Pool League shall have a Board of Representatives (hereinafter referred to as the Board) that will decide by majority vote (unless otherwise called for in the bylaws) all matters concerning the operation of the Scranton Pool League
A) To remain on the Board, each representative shall be part of active Scranton Pool League team and be actively participating in the current session
B) Each team shall have (1) Board member and only the board member can vote at a meeting. The Board member will be the team captain or designee

Section 2.  TERM:  Board members are selected at the August meeting

Section 3. STIPEND: Board members receive a stipend of $50 at the holiday break if they attended the August meeting and an additional $25 at the April meeting if in attendance and account is clear.


ARTICLE IV
OFFICERS

Section 1.  The officers of the Scranton Pool League shall consist of the President, Treasurer and Secretary. Any Directors or Committee Chairs are appointed by the President.

Section 2.  ELECTION OF OFFICERS:  Shall take place in April of each odd year with the officers taking their place on May 1 of that year.

Section 3.  TERM OF OFFICE:  The term of office for all Scranton Pool League offices shall be 2 years

Section 4.  ELIGIBILITY FOR OFFICE:  Must be a current member of a Scranton Pool League team for a minimum of the past consecutive 3 years.

Section 5.  REMOVAL FROM OFFICE:  Any officer may be removed from office for cause by a 2/3 majority vote of the Board after being given the opportunity to be heard

Section 6.  DUTIES
A) President
a. Preside over Board meetings and directs all official business and functions
b. Prepares league schedule
c. Appoints standing/special committees and its members
d. Appoints Directors as needed to further the business of the league
e. Schedule regular and special meetings
B) Treasurer
a. Maintain care and custody of all accounts
b. Makes weekly deposits of monies received
c. Make available a statement of accounts at each Board meeting and reports on same
C) Secretary
a. Keeps minutes of all meetings and records attendance
b. Maintain current email/phone numbers of team captains/Board members
c. Publish notices (forwards same to web director) on the website and social media as directed by the president
d. Collect/disseminate scores to president and web director
e. Maintain 8 On the Break, Break and Run and Run Out statistics for the year

Section 7. STIPEND: Officers receive a stipend of $500 annually payable at the holiday break. Any Director stipend will be determined by the President but shall not exceed $500 annually.

 
ARTICLE 5
MEETINGS

Section 1.  Meetings shall be scheduled on a Tuesday in April and August at a time and location determined by the President.
